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Jinping's theoretical research on the Chinese culture, and give the explanation of the theoretical
innovation, For example, the historical background, theoretical origin, main content, distinctive
characteristics and value of The Times of these important statements, Few scholars began to study
general Secretary Xi's practical exploration of applying traditional culture to governance, Also
provide some space for the study presented in this paper, Therefore, while this paper studies the
theoretical connotation of this important discussion, It has also joined in general Secretary Xi's
practical application of Chinese culture and the field of governance, But due to their own ability and
space limitations, The excavation is not yet sufficient.

This paper focuses on three aspects. First, the essence of General Secretary Xi's important discourse
on traditional Chinese culture. It mainly discusses the core ideas, “five prominent features”, value
orientation, and inheritance and innovation of it. Second, General Secretary Xi's practical application
in governance. Among them, the main mining of the political, economic, diplomatic three parties.
Third, its theoretical significance.

2. THE ESSENCE OF GENERAL SECRETARY XI'S IMPORTANT

one meaning, that is, “people's interests”, is that the ultimate goal of governance is nothing else but
to seek the interests and well-being of the people of the world. Another meaning, namely “public
opinion”, means that in the process of governance, we should learn the will and opinions of the people.
It can be seen that the people not only stipulate the starting point or destination of governance, but
also stipulate the guidelines of governance [2].

We advocate building a modern
civilization of the Chinese nation, which is not a simple replication of traditional civilization, but a
creative development based on the inheritance of it.

4.2. Inevitable Choice to Promote Chinese Path to Modernization

“Chinese modernization is the modernization that continues ancient civilization, rather than
destroying it.” Chinese modernization achieved the unity of national identity and modernity.
Compared with Western modern civilization, it has unique features such as the size of the population,
common prosperity for all nation, and coordinated development of material and spiritual civilizations.

It is closely related to Chinese path to modernization; They are interconnected and mutually
reinforcing, jointly promoting development. General Secretary Xi emphasizes that “Chinese path to
modernization endows Chinese civilization with modern strength, and it provides profound cultural
depth to the Chinese path to modernization” [12]. The concept is based on a profound understanding
of the trend of human civilization and a great creation of the Party Central Committee. It is highly
forward-looking, strategic, and instructive, Not only can it promote the sinicization and
modernization of Marxism, but it is also an inevitable choice to advance China's modernization.

4.3. The Objective Need to Create New Forms of Human Civilization

The modern civilization of the Chinese nation possesses the common characteristics of human
civilization while also demonstrating distinct Chinese characteristics. It exhibits a strong innovative
quality and has created a new form of human civilization.

General Secretary Xi pointed out, “Different civilizations present the wisdom and contributions,
certainly no distinction of superior or inferior.” The statement fully demonstrate that the modern
civilization of the Chinese nation is a civilization that promotes the harmonious development of
human civilization.
