4. South China Sea Dispute

Competition between China and the United States in the region
has hampered ASEAN's efforts to resolve the issue, and the situation in the disputed waters has
worsened [7].

In response to what it
sees as China's extensive and unjustified territorial claims in the South China Sea, the United States
has been undertaking "freedom of navigation" operations in the area [8].

An potential for de-escalation and peaceful management of the conflict exists in the form
of ASEAN's attempts to draught a Code of Conduct for the South China Sea; however, these efforts
are being hampered by current tensions [7].

5. Taiwan Issue

The tension between the United States and China has been exacerbated by the issue of Taiwan. The
People's Republic of China (PRC) considers Taiwan, which has been an independent republic since
1949 under the name Republic of China (ROC), to be a renegade province that must be reunited with
the mainland [9]. The relationship dynamics between the United States, China, and Taiwan have
gotten worse as a result of this strategy.

The United States has not formally recognised Taiwan as a part of China, despite embracing the "One
China" policy [9]. The United States has been able to maintain fruitful non-official ties with Taiwan
in the fields of commerce, politics, and security because of this ambiguity. For a long time, relations
between the United States and China have been tense since the United States is Taiwan's main supply
of weapons.

The outcome of the Taiwan issue may have far-reaching implications for U.S. policy toward China
in the future. The United States has a vested interest in maintaining peace in the Taiwan Strait since
a conflict between China and Taiwan may draw in other regional powers and potentially spread to
the rest of the world [9].

A full-scale economic war as a
result of the trade dispute would be terrible for both nations and may possibly cause a global economic
crisis. Just as conflicts on human rights may lead to a diplomatic standoff, which in turn can disrupt
global governance and impair international relations, so too can disagreements on human rights.
